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CONSTITUTION

. Having, by unanimois voice, changed our organization from an Annual Union
“. Meeting to an Association, we therefore propose to keep the order and rules of
“ an Association according to the following form of government:

1 The Association shall be called INDIAN BorroM ASSOCIATION.
. 3 'The Association shail be composed of members chosen by the different
‘ehurches in our Union and duly sent to represent them in the _Association, who
shall he members whom they Judge best gualified for thﬂat?ﬁiiirpdse,-‘apd produe-
ing letters from tueir churches certifying to their appointinent shall be- entitled
to a gseat. SRR AT BT

2 In-the letters from the different churches shall ‘be ekpréssed their numbef‘a“f"ﬂ

in full fellowship, those baptised, received by letter; recantation, application;
dismissed, ‘egcluded and deceased since last Assoeiation.™ :
"4 The thempers thus chosen and convened shall have no power to lord it’ over
God’s heritage, nor shall they have any clerical power over the ehurches, nor
chall they Infringe on any of the rights of any of the ¢hurches in the Union,
