MINUTES OF THE
ONE HUNDRED AND FOURTH
ANNUAL SESSION OF THE
INDIAN BOTTOM ASSOCIATION OF
OLD REGULAR BAPTIST CHURCHES
OF JESUS CHRIST
FRIDAY, SEPTEMBER 3,1999 AND
THE TWO FOLLOWING DAYS

The Indian Bottom Association, being in session, as-
sembled at our Association Building at Sassafras, Knott
County, Kentucky, September 3, 1999 and the two following
days. Being hosted by the Blair Branch Church and co-hosted
by the New Home and Big Cowan Churches, the Association
met in the Congregational Department of the Association
Building for preaching services. After singing some hymns
of Zion, Elder Howard Owens introduced the services and
led in prayer. Elder Clark Hays was blessed to preach the
introductory sermon for the 1999 session of the Indian Bot-
tom Association.

The delegates were dismissed from the congregation and
asked to assemble in the Delegate Room. Elders Jerry Manns,
Gary Mosley, and Frank Newsome were appointed to remain
in the Congregational Department for preaching services. In
the Delegate Room, Elder Elwood Cornett, our moderator,
welcomed the delegates and called upon Elder Danny Dixon
to introduce the session and Elder Charles Shepherd to lead
in prayer. The Association, now being assembled, was called
to order by Elder Elwood Cornett, the moderator. He ap-
pointed a Finance Committee to wit: Brothers John Reedy,
Billy Mosley and Billy Campbell. The letters of our several

churches that compose the Indian Bottom Association were
called for.
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1.

A motion was made, seconded and passed, with no
objection, to read the letter of the Blair Branch Church.
Due to the death of our clerk, Brother Glenn Hampton,
after the 1998 association, the letter was read by the
assistant clerk. By a move and second, with no objec-
tion, it was received, along with all other church letters,
as they were in regular form; the delegates were seated,
and all requests and queries were referred to the Com-
mittee on Arrangements.

The Association was then organized by choosing the
following officers:

Elder Elwood Cornett, Moderator

Elder Jim Fields, Assistant Moderator

Elder Don Pratt, Clerk

Brother Bob Banks, Assistant Clerk
(The following brothers were appointed to count the
votes: Freddy Watts, Joe Steely, and Ronnie Robinson.)

The Moderator called for newly constituted churches
desiring to take up fellowship with us. A letter was
read from the House of Prayer and the Bright Morning
Star Churches. By a move and second, with no objec-
tion, the letters were received, the delegates were seated
and the letters were referred to the Committee on
Arrangements.

The Moderator called for churches of our same faith
and order who desired fellowship with us. None re-
sponded.

The Moderator appointed a Committee on Ministry
composed of one delegate from each church with the
entire delegation from the Blair Branch Church to

arrange the preaching services for Friday afternoon and
Saturday morning.

By a move and second, with no objection, the reading
of the Articles of Faith, the Rules of Decorum and the
Constitution were omitted. All were directed to be
printed in the minutes.

. The Moderator called for corresponding associations of

our same faith and order who desired to correspond
with us. None responded.

The Moderator called for transient members and minis-
ters and the following responded: Alonzo Mosley.

By a move and second, with no objection, the modera-
tor was directed to make all temporary appointments,

The Moderator appointed a Committee on Arrange-
ments which was to be the same as the Committee on
Ministry with the exception that the Blair Branch
Church would have only one delegate, together with the
association moderator, assistant moderator, clerk and
assistant clerk. A move and second, with no objection,
was made to meet on Friday afternoon at 1:30 to ar-
range the business for Saturday.

The Committee on Ministry made the following report
for preaching services:

Friday afternoon: Elder Roger Gibson (prayer) and
Brother Feldon Ruggles, Jr.(preaching).

Saturday morning: Elder Alonzo Mosley, Elder Milburn
Slone and Brother William McClanahan.
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12, By a move and second, with no objection, the associa-

tion was adjourned until 9:00 Saturday morning.

The Committee on Arrangements met at 1:30 on Friday
afternoon in the Congregational Department of the
Association Building. After singing, Elder Roger
Gibson led in prayer. Brother Feldon Ruggles, Jr. then
preached, after which the committee arranged the work
for Saturday. Elder Ivan Amburgey called dismission.

SATURDAY MORNING

The association met pursuant to adjournment. After
singing some old songs of Zion, Elder Elwood Cornett,
our moderator, welcomed everyone and called upon
Elder Harvey Creech to introduce the session and Elder
Ivan Amburgey to lead in prayer.

The clerk called the roll and marked the absentees.

The report of the Committee on Arrangements was
given. The report was approved by a move and second,
with no objection, and thecommittee was discharged.

The ministers chosen to preach on the stand were
excused to go to the Congregational Department of the
Association Building.

The Committee on Finance reported a sum of $8,470.00
collected from the various churches. By a move and
second, with no objection, the report was received and
the committee discharged.

By a move and second, with no objection, the minutes
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of this session of the association were ordered to be
printed. The clerk is to be secretary/treasurer. Accord-
ing to the amount of money collected and the cost per
minute, the clerk is to decide how many copies to have
printed and distributed to each church.

- By a move and second, with no objection, the dates of

the Union, Communion and Memorial Services are to
be printed in the minutes,

. The Circular Letter was read by Brother Alfred Adams,
who had been chosen last year to write a Circular Letter
for approval by the association this year. By a move
and second, with no objection, the letter was received
and ordered to be printed in the minutes,

- A. The Committee on Ministry, being the same as on
Friday, chose the following ministers to preach on
Sunday, 1o wit: Elders Squire Watts, Jimmy Hall,
Harvey Creech, and Elwood Cornett.

B. The Committee on Ministry chose Elder Frank
Newsome to preach the Introductory Sermon for the

2000 session and Elder Lonnie Sexton to be his alter-
nate,

C. The Committee on Ministry chose to reprint Brother
Glenn Hampton’s Circular Letter of the 1976 associa-

tion and to have it read by Elder Don Pratt at the 2000
association,

- By a move and second, with no objection, obituaries are
to be printed in the minutes with a $10 fee for printing
of pictures. They are to be typed and double spaced.

By a move and
second, with no objection, the report was received and
ordered to be printed in the minutes. The report is as

There was a discussion on finding a way to renovate the
association building so as to improve elderly access to
the top floors.

12. Elder Elwood Cornett reported that meetings of the
Committee on Council plus one representative from
each church were held at the Association Building on
odd-Saturdays during the past two years. As requested
by the Friendship Church at the 1997 association,
the meetings were conducted for the purpose of study-
ing questions and recording answers about the proce-
dures and practices of the Indian Bottom Association.

A) This committee sent the following requests to
the Indian Bottom Association:

1) Requests to replace Item 6 of the 1911
association concerning secret orders with
“Church members should not belong to
those organizations that bring confusion or

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reproach upon the cause of Christ.” By a
move and second, with no objection, the
request was granted.

2) Requests to rescind Item 4 of the 1925
association concerning leaving early. By
a move and second, with no objection,
the request was granted.

3) Requests to modify item 16 of the 1946
association to read as follows: "Members
who receive a letter of dismission have
not left their church until the letter has
been placed in another church of our
correspondence. The letter becomes null
and void after 90 days." By a move and
second, with no objection, the request
was granted.

Requests to rescind Item 2 of the 1950
association concerning how votes are
taken. By a move and second, with no
objection, the request was granted.

v 5) Requests to rescind Item 5 of the 1951
association concerning who ministers
preach with and replace with: "In
funerals and family memorials, Indian
Bottom ministers may preach with those
with which we are not in correspon-
dence." By a move and second, with no
objection, the request was granted.

6) Requests to rescind Item 2 of the1953
association concerning what is a church.

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By a move and second, with no objec-
tion, the request was granted.

Requests to rescind Item 4 of the1944
association, Item 6 of the 1950 associa-
tion and Item 2 of the 1956 association
concerning members that were married,
divorced and married again and replace
with: "An experience of salvation is to
the saving of the soul. For the purpose of
church membership, we do not go
behind a person’s experience of salva-
tion." By a move and second, with no
objection, the request was granted.

Requests to rescind Item 3 of the 1959
association concerning excluded mem-
bers and replace with: "An excluded
member must make peace with the
church from which they were excluded
and reenter into the church from which
they were excluded through restoration
or experience and baptism." By a move
and second, with no objection, the
request was granted.

Requests to rescind Item 17 of the 1973
association concerning "application”, By
a move and second, with no objection,
the request was granted.

./ 10) Requests to modify item 15 of the 1992

association concerning receiving mem-
bers by recommendation by listing
associations as listed in: "Indian Bortom
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churches may receive Godly members by
recommendation from Regular Baptist
churches of associations with which we
formerly corresponded (Philadelphia,
Sardis, Northern New Salem, New
Salem, Union, Thornton Union,

Mud River, Friendship and Old Indian
Bottom Associations), providing those
members were baptized by an ordained
Old Regular Baptist minister. (A recom-
mendation must come from a member
having personal knowledge of the qualifi
cations of the recommended person.)."
By a move and second, with no objec-
tion, the request was granted.

B) This committee recommended the
adoption of a handbook that contains
the practices and procedures of the
Indian Bottom Association. By a
move and second, with no objection,
the Practices and Procedures Hand-
book was approved.

C) The moderator appointed the follow-
ing brothers to serve as the Commit-
tee on Council for the next year: Ellis
Adams, Harvey Creech, Roger Gibson,
Howard Owens, James Slone,

Jerry Manns, and Bill Halcomb.

By a move and second, with no
objection, the request was granted.

The request from the New Bethlehem Church to change
their union meeting from the third Saturday and Sunday
in July to May and their communion from the third
Sunday in August to July was read. By a move and
second, with no objection, the request was granted.

- The request from the Star of Bethlehem Church to

change their communion from the fourth Sunday in
March to the fourth Sunday in April and to change their
memorial from the fourth Sunday in April to the fourth
Sunday in May was read. By a move and second, with
no objection, the request was granted.

The letter from the House of Prayer Church and the
minutes of the Organizing presbytery were read. By a
move and second, with no objection, the church was
received into full fellowship of the Indian Bottom
Association and the delegates were given the right
hand of fellowship.

The letter from the Bright Morning Star Church and the
minutes of the organizing presbytery were read. By a

were directed to write a tribute to the deceased minis-
ters of the Indian Bottom Association.

By a move and second, with no objection, the clerks
were directed to write a Resolution of Appreciation
to the Blair Branch, New Home and Big Cowan
Churches for hosting the 1999 session of the Indian
Bottom Association.

There was a move and second, with no objection, to
have services at the Association Building on the fol-
lowing odd-Sundays: October 31, January 30, April
30 and July 30.

There was a move and second, with no objection, to
have the names and addresses of the building trustees
printed in the minutes.

. By a move and second, with no objection, the min-

utes of the 1999 session of the Indian Bottom Asso-
ciation were accepted without being read and ordered
printed in the minutes.

. By a move and second, with no objection, we ad-
journed until the 2000 session of the Indian Bottom
Association convenes on September 1, 2000. The
moderator called on Elder Hurley Short to lead us in
the closing prayer.
